Baggrund 
 

Dårlig ernæringstilstand blandt ældre har negativ effekt på funktionsevne, 
indlæggelsestid, risiko for infektioner og genindlæggelse.  
I forbindelse med indlæggelse ernæringsscreenes alle patienter, og omkring 
en tredjedel af indlagte ældre er underernærede. Da indlæggelser generelt er 
blevet kortere, og ernæringsindsatser er langvarige, er der behov for 
indsatser rettet mod underernæring både under indlæggelse på sygehuset og 
efterfølgende i kommunen. 
Endvidere medfører indlæggelser ofte, at de ældre patienter, som i 
forbindelse med indlæggelse får en forringet ernæringstilstand, og med 
samtidig immobilitet, er i stor risiko for at miste muskelstyrke og udholdenhed. 
Dette kan tilsammen medføre nedsat funktionsevne hos den ældre i forhold til 
begrænset bevægelse og færden, omsorg for sig selv og husførelse.
